· Gustavo We put together a list of Strategies from other CSC including a Summary we have from a similar project in Terra Bella.
· We are looking over the Strategies 30 Shafter and 15 Arvin/Lamont.
· Community members identified which strategies best applied for their community.
· Some chose to support ag equipment that reduced dust by 80%.
· We look at Education, enforcement and Incentives
· Inthe past before it was phased out we used incentives to reduce smoke from Ag Burning
· Now its only allowed in specific situations.
· We also split incentives from Personal and commercial
· For examples We have vehicle replacement and lawnmower replacement for Residents
· While for Commercial we have ag equipment replacement, Commercial lawnmower replacement 
· Under Enforcement There various agencies we can work with bring attention to issues in Lost Hills
· IS there anything we are missing from our List for Lost Hills
· Community: We like this list we would just need interested ranchers/farmers to also participate in the emission reduction process. I’m not sure if I have confidence that we have the same goal.
· Theres a chemical DEF that’s added to old equipment to reduce emissions but in the fields they hardly use it only when the equipment completely stops working.
· They carry DEF just to claim they are using it. 
· We would tell our bosses that the equipment was smoking a lot and needed DEF. Instead of fixing it they would call us crazy and not invite us back to work the next day.
· We would like to see small ranchers/farmers participate in this and contractors that bring in the equipment as well
· Too many times we have seen corporate farmers take all the incentives. We want these incentives to go to small ranchers/farmers.
· We want to see more enforcement in the use of DEF in Machinery
· They modify the equipment so that it runs without the DEF. While we are bath in smoke for days.
· Enforcement and penalties will help equipment owners do the right thing.
· Strategies to Reduce Air pollution in Terra Bella (3/27/24
· These strategies we we developed based on the strategies of Shafter and Lamont similar to what Lost Hills is doing now. We will get to this point hopefully in November.
·  We look at the source of Contaminations and proposed Strategies based on those.
· We identified what impacts the community most. In Terra Bella it was food processing and Industrial Operations and we developed strategies. 
· Part were gathering data like Permits, schedule inspections and list of violations.
· Additionally teaming up with highway patrol and conduct roadside inspection on facility routes.
· We didn’t want to just fine so we asked them to request they fix the problem. 
· We wanted to address incentives climate and energy resilience , off-highway dust and pollution.
· We are working in Terra Bella to also get and community center 
· In case of Heat emergency to act like a cooling center 
· Or a place people can go for clean air.
· Community members: we want a center where community members can also have events.
