· Incentives in Heavy-Duty Trucks and Equipment
· Heavy Duty Trucks Replacement
· Zero and near-zero emission incentives like clean truck technology Trucks
· Reduces PM 2.5 , Diesel Particulate Matter, Nox and Volatile Organic Compounds
· Community members mentioned  there is a large presence of diesels in the community and odors when they drive through the community.
· School Bus Replacement

· Questions were raised of wether Kern High school district would be eligible for this as they have busses that come to the community taking youth to Wasco High.

· Replace Older, High Polluting Ag Equipment for Cleaner Equipment through Heavy-Duty engine Incentive Program
· Community members mentioned this may be good since Wonderful works a lot with pistachios
· Reduce exposure to diesel emissions, Nox, PM 2.5,
